The story is told in the first person voice
of Darren Shan. Typically, such insight
into the protagonist’s mind makes the sto-
ry even more relatable to oneself. How-
ever, this view also limits the reader’s
ability to understand the thought process-
es of the other characters. This limitation
adds to the tension of the tale because the
thoughts behind the actions of the villains
are unknown until they are explained di-
rectly to Shan.

Shan’s style is unique, complex, and
entertaining. Though “Cirque Du Freak”
is almost juvenile in thickness, readers of
most ages are able to enjoy the fantastic
world, which Shan spins like an ever-
growing spider’s web of macabre deeds
